4. A dog must be withdrawn from competition if it is:

(a) Suffering from infectious or contagious diseases.

(b) A danger to the safety of any person or animal.

(c) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.

5. Ttis the Team Captain’s responsibility to ensure each team is available for their division
and running order.

6. The Event Organiser(s) reserve the right to make any alterations they deem necessary in
the event of any unforeseen circumstances.

7. All people and dogs enter the event at their own risk and whilst every care will be taken,
the Event Organiser(s) cannot accept responsibility for damage, injury, or loss however
caused to dogs, people or property whilst at the event.

8. All owners/handlers must clear up after their dogs. Anyone failing to do so will be asked
to leave the venue.

9. No alcohol to be consumed within or around the ring. No smoking within or around the
ring.

From the M90, exit at Junction 8 and follow A91 towards Glenfarg
and St Andrews, for around 7 miles, through Auchtermuchty. Approx
1 mile after Auchtermuchty, you will pass a left turn beside a few
houses, then a farm entrance on the left. The next farm entrance on
the left is Caldwells (1.8 miles from Auchtermuchty).

Travelling South from Dundee, or North from Glenrothes, on the
A92, you will come to the Melville Lodges Roundabout, near
Ladybank. From this roundabout, take the A91 west towards
Kincardine Bridge and Auchtermuchty. After you pass a staggered
crossroads (left turn to Giffordtown and a right turn to Newburgh)
you will pass a farm entrance on your right. Caldwells is the next
farm entrance on the right (approx 2.1 miles from the A92).

At the roadside, Caldwells is marked "Highfield Riding Centre".
Follow straight up (keep right) past the buildings until you see the
carpark. There is limited space in the carpark so, in the event of wet
weather, we would please ask drivers of 4x4's to park in the grassed
area through the gate. Thank you.
