8. All owners and handlers enter their dogs at their and their pets own risk and
whilst every care will be taken the event organiser(s) will not accept
responsibility for damage, injury or loss, however caused to dogs persons or
property whilst at the event.

Speed Trialsand Double Elimination tour nament

The idea of this tournament isto give some teams the opportunity to enter a
double elimination tournament prior to the European champs for some
experience. Thisis not acommon format herein the UK and it is quite different
from any tournament many teams would have previously entered.

Upon entry, your seed time (or submitted time) will determine which
division you will be placed in for racing.

Thefirst half of the day will be the speed trail element.

The winner of the speed trial is not based on ‘who beat who' but instead
on who achieved the fastest time. The only goal isto achieve the fastest

time you can. If you get an early light, there is no point in re-running the
fault dog etc...

Within each division, each team will have a number of pre-determined
races, all being the best of three legs. Each division will runin its
entirety.

After the speed trial, your fastest time will determine your seeding for the
double elimination later in the day.

The winner of the double elimination round is based on ‘who beat who.’

Within adivision there is the potential for any team to lose a race and il
make it to the final and win.

Thisis aso aformat which produces more racing, for example:
A 5 team division could have four races, each one being best of
three legsin the speed trials and up to a maximum of 5 races, best
of fivelegs, in the double elimination.

Thiswill be afaster format and the double elimination is determined as
the races unfold, therefore you must ensure you are ready to race at all
times during your division.

All BFA breakout rules still apply throughout the double elimination
